Hazard Fuel Reduction and Prescribed Fire Projects 

Olympic National Park

	

	Approximately 800 ONP and private structures within ONP boundaries could be treated within this 5-year plan, approximately half of which are NPS structures.  Private landowners within the boundaries of the park would be encouraged, but not required to do fuel treatment on their own properties.  Recent legislation (the Wyden Amendment) and future funding may allow the park to assist with treatment on private property with the agreement of the private landowner in those cases where it is to the benefit of both parties. Under the 5-year plan, up to 200 acres per year could be treated by the NPS and by private landowners whose lands are within the boundaries of the park.  Hazard fuel reduction projects would include creating defensible space around structures and reducing hazard fuels along road right-of-ways and pullouts.  See Appendix A for description of hazard fuel reduction treatments around structures.  Road right-of-way maintenance would consist of brushing, mowing, and thinning/cutting of seedlings and saplings, and cutting downed trees from windthrow along road right-of-ways within the park.  Treatment would extend no more than 30 from the shoulder (less depending on the roadway).  From 20-80 acres of road right-of-way would be treated per year.

	The priority is to treat park areas where there are concentrations of structures (in the park or adjacent to the park) intermingled with wildland fuels, such as at Lake Crescent. Sites on the north and east side of the park are of particular concern because of the drier conditions there.  Other areas that would be scheduled within this period include occupied structures, historic structures, and structures that can be treated in the course of routine maintenance in the area (e.g. trail crew or patrol ranger working in the vicinity of a backcountry ranger station).

	Over a five-year period most structures in the park would receive some treatment or maintenance as part of a cyclic program.  In most cases hazard fuel reduction would consist of manual treatment followed by pile burning or removal of debris to another site.  All descriptions below reflect the maximum treatment that would occur.  Less manipulation may be made depending on site characteristics and concerns, such as wilderness integrity, slope, neighboring fuels, access for emergency equipment, proximity of firefighters/fire engine, use of the area, sensitive resources, etc.  An interdisciplinary team will help to develop site specific hazard fuel reduction plans and monitoring requirements, to track the effectiveness of treatment and detect unplanned changes.

	The project lists below are the proposed comprehensive list of structures to be treated during the five year period of this plan.  Should weather, fire season or funding availability limit work on the projects, they will be shifted to the next year. If the project list is completed, the following year(s) projects may be brought into this fiscal year to be worked on, if time and funding allows.  Any manipulation of Roose's and Ahlstrom's prairies and Andrews Field is pending further analysis.  

	Note: In the lists below, "mixed treatments" are a combination of treatments ranging from 30' defensible space to up to 150-250' of brushing around historic/administrative structures on sites where there are multiple structures.  "Field" treatment for Michaels Cabin and Humes Ranch indicates cultural management to maintain an historic scene. “LCS” is the List of Classified Structures.  The LCS is a computerized, evaluated inventory of all historic and prehistoric structures with historical, architectural, or engineering significance in which NPS has or plans to acquire any legal interest.  Included are structures that individually meet the criteria of the National Register or are contributing elements of sites and districts that meet the National Register criteria.  Also included are other structures – moved, reconstructed, and commemorative structures and structures achieving significance within the last 50 years – that are managed as cultural resources because of decisions reached through the planning process.
