The National Park Service at Yosemite National Park announces the availability of the Finding of 
No Significant Impact for the Badger Pass Ski Lodge Rehabilitation. This document records the 
decision of the National Park Service to adopt a plan for the rehabilitation of Badger Pass Ski 
Lodge as described under the Selected Action (Alternative 3 - Rehabilitation and Improvements) 
in the Badger Pass Ski Lodge Rehabilitation Environmental Assessment.
