As the first order of business, | would
like to recognize a couple of elected officials
that are here and their representatives.

The purpose of tonight's neeting is to
provi de information and gather formal public
coment on this draft environnental i npact
statenent. And we have two princi pal
obj ectives this evening; one is to provide sone
opportunities for you to |learn about the EI' S
and this project. W hope to do that in a
coupl e of ways.

One, we have a great |ayout here of
posters and banners, and we've had an

opportunity for sonme one on one with the Park
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Service staff and sone of our very good
consul tants.

And then we are also going to have a
presentation that our project manager Brien
Cul hane will provide here in just a second on
the project to provide a good overview of the
ElIS and what this effort is all about.

Qur second objective is an opportunity to
hear fromyou, for you to speak in a public
form and we are going to do it a hearing
style. W call it towm hall style, and so
those are our two objectives for this evening.

This acquisition of the Florida Power &
Light land is inportant. As you'll hear
tonight, it relates to bringing nore water into
the park in Northeast Shark Ri ver Slough and
t aki ng advant age of our substantial investnent
on the Tam am Trail, including the new
one-mle bridge that | trust many of you have
driven over and, by the way, it is a great
vi ew, vantage point into the park.

W
appreciate your taking the tinme to participate
in this inportant decision affecting your
nati onal parKk.

"' mgoing to give a general overview of
the follow ng topics; the project background,
our land acquisition authorities, sone rel ated
federal and state actions, the purpose and need
for acquiring FP&L's property in the park, the
acqui sition alternatives under consideration,
sonme of the key inpacts that these alternatives
and the next steps in the EI'S process.

Okay. So to get oriented, this is a map
of the park here. GCkay. Here we go.

This is Evergl ades National Park wthin
the green boundary here, South Florida. Here

is Downtown M am . Her e' s Honest ead. Here's

Veritext Florida Reporting Co.
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Tam am Trail going along the northern boundary
of the park here. The area in the yell ow box
Is the study area, so the environnental i npact
statenment. It includes the East Evergl ades
expansi on area of the Everglades National Park
in this black boundary right here. It also

i ncl udes | ands adj acent to the park to the
north to the east and then to the south as
wel | .

So a little background. Many of you know
since the 1960s, early 1970s Florida Power &
Light, and I will just say FP&L just to be
short and NPS for the National Park Service as
| go through ny program

FPL has owned about 320 acres of I|and
nostly in fee title. About 20 acres of that is
an easenent, which is now |l ocated within
Ever gl ades National Park and it this strip of
| and that you see right here in yellow on the
map. This is the Tamam Trail, here's the
par k boundary, and the eight and a half square
area right here.

The property is the strip of land and it's
about 330 to 370 feet wide. It is

approxi mately seven and a half mles in |length
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fromthe Tamam Trail down here to the
boundary at the eight and a half square mle
ar ea.

In 1989 Congress expanded Ever gl ades
Nat i onal Park by 109,500 acres to include the
Nor t heast Shark River Slough and the East
Evergl ades area within the park boundary. That
boundary is this area marked in black that I'm
hi ghlighting right here. And you can see from
t he shapes of the tree islands that this is the
Nort heast Shark River Slough, the main flow way
of water coming into Evergl ades National Park.

The purpose of the expansion, as stated in
the act, is to increase the |evel of protection
and to enhance the ecol ogi cal val ues and the
nat ural hydrol ogi ¢ conditions, and public
enjoynent of the Northeast Shark River Sl ough,
and the East Everglades. So this area in
general is called the East Evergl ades here and
Nor t heast Shark River Sl ough right here.

The act al so authorized the Secretary of
the Interior to acquire lands and interest in
| ands in the East Evergl ades Expansion Area or
the EEEA, as you'll see it abbreviated, by

purchase, donation or exchange. Florida Power
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and Light's property, which | showed you a
nonment ago, was one of about 8,000 private
parcels that were included in the expansion
area and runs through this area right here.

The act also directed the Arny Corps of
Engineers to nodify the water delivery system
here to inprove and restore natural hydrol ogic
conditions in the expansion area and the parKk.

So in 1996 the Park Service began
negotiations with Florida Power & Light for the
properties in the expansion area. The Nati onal
Park Service needs the Florida Power & Light
| and or a flowage easenent on it to inplenent
hi gher water |evels planned fromthe nodified
wat er delivery project and ot her ecosystem
restoration projects.

Fl orida Power & Light needs this property
or alternate replacenment property for
construction of proposed transm ssion |ines.

To date, the Park Service and FP&L have
been unable to reach an agreenent on the direct
acqui sition of FPL's property.

As a result, beginning in about 2007/ 2008,
the Park Service and other agencies, the Water

Managenent District, Corps of Engineers,
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Fl ori da Departnent of Environnental Protection
began di scussi ons and consi dered corri dor

repl acenent alternatives, and identified for
the potential for a |land exchange on | ands
wi t hin Evergl ades National ParKk.

Over here on the map -- again, the yell ow
land is the Florida Power & Light property 320
acres here. The potential |ands for exchange
are shown inred on this map. It's a thin
strip of |and about 330 feet w de al ong
six-and-a-half mles of the east park boundary
right here. So if we couldn't acquire the
property, then perhaps an exchange m ght be
appropriate trading these | ands for the FP&L
property, which is deeper into the Shark River
Sl ough.

I n 2008, when pl anni ng was underway for
the Tamam Trail One Mle Bridge FP&L
condi ti oned negotiations of the Corps of
Engi neers for the easenents needed for the
one-m | e bridge on obtaining agreenents from
all these agencies to support a potential |and
exchange. And those agreenents were conpl et ed
and they are in appendix C of the EISif you

would i ke to take a | ook at those.

I n 2009 Congress passed the Omi bus Public
Lands Managenent Act. This act authorized, but
did not nmandate the Secretary of the Interior
to exchange that 280 tract along the eastern
park boundary for the FP&L property, the 320
acres farther to the west in Shark River
Sl ough.

It al so authorized the Park Service to
convey a perpetual easenent to FP&L for exotic
veget ati on managenent on Park Service | ands
that are adjacent to that exchange corridor.

This decision was left to the Secretary of
the Interior discussion. It is not a nmandate.
And it would be subject to terns and conditions
necessary to protect park resources and val ues.

There are several related federal and

state actions underway that have a bearing on
the NPS | and acquisition decision and the two
mai n ones are the ongoi ng Evergl ades
restoration projects and Fl orida Power &
Li ght's proposed expansion of its Turkey Pl ant
power facility adjacent to Bi scayne Nationa
Park on Bi scayne Bay.

So in restoration the NPS and a -- quite a

variety of state and federal agencies are

The three key projects are the nodified
wat er delivery project | nentioned a nonent
ago, the Tamiam Trail Next Step Project, and
t he Conprehensive Evergl ades Restoration Plan
and a related piece called The Central
Ever gl ades Pl an.

All of these projects have as their aim
I nproving the delivery of higher volunmes of
cl ean water needed to restore the Evergl ades.

The photo at the bottom this is a nmgjor
m | estone just conpleted |ast year, this
one-mle bridge along Tamam Trail. It was
constructed and then a mle of the old Tam am
Trail created a new flow way into the park,
whi ch these restoration flows can cone into the
park. The Next Steps Project is planning to
construct five nore mles of bridging al ong
Tam am Trail. This bridge, by the way, also
gi ves a spectacul ar new vista into the East
Evergl ades area as you drive across it.

VWll, in order to inplenent the

restoration flows fromthese projects several

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things need to be conpleted. One of themis
the acquisition of fee title or flowage
easenents on several properties within the park
boundary. They are of course the FP&L
property, which | just nentioned, but we al so
have to acquire fl owage easenents fee title to
the three commercial airboat tour facilities
al ong Tam am Trail; Cooper Town, Gator Park
and Evergl ades Safari. And also on two A M
radi o tower properties within the park as well.

In addition, the U S. Arny Corps of
Engi neers needs to acquire a fl owage easenent
on the Airboat Association of Florida property,
which is external to the park boundary here
south of Tam am Trail.

In addition to that the Corps of Engi neers
Is planning to devel op a new water operations
and control plan that will manage the canal s
and structures to inplenment the restoration
flows for these projects and that is projected
to be conpletion in 2018 tinme frane.

Turkey Poi nt expansion, as nany of you
know, FP&L is currently seeking state and
federal permts to construct two new nucl ear

generating units six and seven at it's Turkey
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Point facility here adjacent to Bi scayne
National Park. It also proposes two new
corridors of transm ssion lines, which will be
needed to connect those generating units into
the FPL transm ssion system There is a
western corridor, which is the focus in this
ElIS. There's also an eastern corridor running
up along US-1 that many of you are famliar
Wit h.

Several key approvals are needed for this
project and are pending. The first is a
Nucl ear Regul atory Comm ssion conbined |icense
for the proposed nuclear units. The Nucl ear
Regul atory Commi ssion is currently doing
envi ronnental and safety reviews for that
project. W are a cooperating agency in the
NRC S EI'S for that project.

The State of Florida site certification is
needed for the nuclear units and the
transm ssion lines. That proceedi ng has been
underway for some tinme and is awaiting a siting
board hearing sonetinme in the next few nonths.

Thirdly, a U S. Arny Corps of Engineers
section for a Florida wetlands fill permt

woul d be required for both the power plants,

and the transm ssion lines. And the Corps of
Engi neers will be reviewi ng the application for
that permt in concert with the NRC

envi ronnment al i npact statenent.

Now focusing in on the western
transm ssion corridor, it is shown on this nmap
here this yellow tract and it begins at the
Tur key Poi nt Power Plant here adjacent to
Bi scayne National Park. It then noves west by
Honmestead and Florida City and turns north and
cones up to the boundary of Evergl ades Nati onal
Park right here.

At this point you can see it divides into
two routes. The yellow route goes to the east
and then north, FP&L calls the west preferred
corridor. And this is the route that wll run
on the potential exchange |ands that are
currently inside the park boundary.

The other route marked in orange here is
FP&L's west secondary corridor, and this is the
pi ece where the transm ssion |ines would cone
up through the expansion area on FP&L's
exi sting property and then northeast to the
conservation area and joined here and onto the

Levee substati on.
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Whet her in one or the other of these
routes FP&L proposes to construct two
500-kilovolt transm ssion |ines and one
230-kilovolt transm ssion |ine and the
associ ated roads and fill pads and towers that
woul d be up to 150 feet tall.

Details about this fromthe application
are in Appendix F of the EIS. So wthin this
State of Florida site certification proceedi ng
t hat has been underway this year there has been
sone i nportant new devel opnents. Two of the
parties to that process, the National Parks
Conservation Association and the M am - Dade
Li mest one Products Association filed alternate
western transm ssion corridors for
certification. This was back in the beginning
of 2013. They were reviewed and all of them
were deened suitable for certification by FP&L
and the Florida Departnent of Environnental
Pr ot ecti on.

There was a certification proceedi ng and
this sunmer and late this year FP&L and the
Li mest one Products Association agreed to
support -- | should say these are shown on this

map right here and that map is on a poster back
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there to. So for orientation this is the FP&L
west secondary corridor here shown in violet
comng up on FP&L's property. This is the west
preferred corridor here in yellow and their
site certification application. And these
routes further to the east, but west of the

ur ban devel opnent boundary, are the routes
submtted by the NPCA shown in the red
boundaries. And the ones in orange by the

Li mest one Products Associ ati on.

Late this year FP& and the Linestone
Products Associ ati on agreed to support one of
these alternate routes called the Wst
Consensus Corridor, as FP&L's new preferred
western transm ssion corridor. And that has
cone up along the west preferred corridor and
then diverts to the east right here and then
al ong the eastern side.

FP&L has nodified its site certification
application to include that as its new west
preferred alternative, but also it has formally
wi t hdrawn this west secondary corridor fromits
application for site certification and the
Corps of Engineers wetlands fill permt.

This neans in effect that the Florida

And the last remaining step in that
proceeding i s the governor and cabi net
certification hearing, which is anticipated
sonetine in the next several nonths, i n which
the governing cabinet, sitting as the siting
board, w Il nake a decision on which of these
corridors to certify for potential transm ssion
lines. Details of all this is in appendi x D of
t he ElS.

So with all that background, now we cone
to the purpose and need of our action. The
proposed federal action that's bei ng eval uat ed
i n our environnental inpact statenent is the
Nati onal Park Service Acquisition of FP&L's
property wthin the park.

The purpose of acquiring FP&L's | and or
fl owage easenent on it is to facilitate the
hydr ol ogi ¢ and ecol ogi c restoration of the
around the Evergl ades ecosystem

This action is needed to support the

m ssion of the National Park Service and
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Ever gl ades Nati onal Park and support the goals
of restoring the Northeast Shark R ver Sl ough
and achi eve the purposes of the Mod Waters
Project, Tamam Trail Next Step and the

Conpr ehensi ve Evergl ades Restoration Plan to
restore the natural hydrol ogic conditions

wi thin the park.

The draft EIS describes five alternatives
for acquiring FP&L's property in the park or
fl owage easenent on the property.

The first is no action, which if we take
no action there are two scenari os associ at ed
with that; one with and one w t hout
transm ssion |line construction both 1(a) and
1(b).

Alternative 2 is fee acquisition by direct
purchase or em nent donmain of FP&L's land in
t he park.

Alternative 3 would be a fee title for fee
title Iand exchange with conditiona
requirements.

Alternative 4 is an easenent for fee | and
exchange with conditional requirenents.

And Alternative 5 is acquisition of

fl owage easenent on the FP&L property.
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At this tinme the National Park Service has
not identified a preferred alternative for
i npl enent ati on.

So as you have seen, the draft EI S
eval uates the potential inpacts fromthe
acqui sition of FP&L's | and and the indirect
effects of the subsequent construction and
operation of transm ssion lines that could be
built inside or outside of the park dependi ng
on the NPS action taken.

Each of the acquisition alternatives has
several potential outcomes or scenarios from
where transm ssion |ines can be constructed.
These scenari os are possi bl e consequences of
the acquisition alternative. They are not part
of the alternatives thenselves. | just wanted
to make that clear. To avoid repetition and
confusion, each alternative has been assigned
one potential transm ssion |ine construction
scenario that's fully described in the EIS.

So here we go. A brief description of the
alternatives. 1(a) under this alternative NPS
woul d not take action to acquire the FP&L
property or a flowage easenent on it. There

woul d be no change in ownership of the FP&L or
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NPS | and in the park.

The result of this would be that the Park
Service will continue to | ack fl owage easenents
needed to restore the water flows into the
par k.

Transmission |ine scenario with this
alternative assunes that FP&L woul d not
construct transm ssion |lines on the west
secondary corridor, it's land in the park, the
west preferred corridor, the exchange corridor
here, or in any |and outside the park.

This alternative is the status quo
baseline alternative, represents the
continuation of existing conditions. The
I npacts that the other alternatives are
conpared in the EIS to the inpacts of this
al ternative.

Alternative 1(b) is the version of no
action. Under this scenario, again, we would
take no action to acquire the FP&L property or
fl owage easenent. No change in ownership or
| and in the park boundary.

Agai n, we continue to |lack the fl owage
easenent we need for inplenenting restoration

flows.
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The transm ssion scenario associated with
this one assunes that FP&L could obtain permts
to construct transmssion lines, fill pads and
access roads within the west secondary
corridor, the land that it owns inside the park
boundary.

Now this scenario is unlikely, based on --
FP&L's w t hdrawal of the west secondary
corridor fromits application for state and
federal permts, but we've retained it in the
ElIS to show what the possible environnental
consequences of that alternative would be if it
occurred.

Al ternative 2, NPS acquisition of FP&L
| and. Under this alternative we wll acquire
fee title to FP&L's property by purchase or, as
a last resort, by em nent domain. The |ands we
woul d acquire would remain in a natural and
undevel oped condition. There would be a net
gain of 320 acres of NPS land within the
aut hori zed boundary.

The transm ssion scenario associated with
this alternative assunes that FP& will require
a replacenent corridor east of the existing

par k boundary and this cross-hatched area that
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we call the area of possible relocated
corridor, and that's the area in which the
alternate corridors have been proposed in the
site certification proceeding, and that
transmssion lines, fill pads and access roads
woul d then be built in one of those routes

out side of the park boundary or partially
out si de of the park boundary.

Alternative 3 is the fee for fee | and
exchange. Under this alternative the FP&L
property would be acquired in fee. 1In
exchange, Park Service would give FP&L fee
title ownership of the exchange corridor here,
al ong the eastern boundary of the park, and a
90-f oot w de exotic vegetation managenent
easenent on the contiguous NPS | ands that are
this thin red line just to the west of the
exchange corri dor.

Upon this exchange, the | ands conveyed to
FP&L woul d be del eted from Ever gl ades Nati ona
Park and the park boundary woul d shrink by 260
acres. NPS would gain 320 acres fromthe
acqui sition of the FPL property, but it would
| ose 260 acres that we currently own, because

of the exchange and the renoval of these | ands
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to the national park. It would be a net gain
of 60 acres of NPS | ands owned in the expansion
ar ea.

Transm ssi on scenarios assunes that FP&L
could construct transm ssion |ines, pads and
access roads all in the exchange corridor in
the I ands that woul d be acqui red by exchange,
which again is called FP&L's west preferred
corridor.

Alternative 4 is an easenent for fee
exchange. Under this alternative FP&L's
property would be acquired in fee. In exchange
the Park Service will give FP& a utility
easenent on the NPS |land in the exchange
corridor and a 90-foot w de exotic vegetation
managenent easenent on the adjacent | and.

Terns and conditions would be established for
this alternative to protect parks resources and
val ues, and also for the fee for fee
alternative as well.

Park service will retain the ability to
i npl ement restoration projects on this |and.

W would still own the land. NPS would gain
320 acres fromacquiring FPL property. There

woul d be no decrease in the area within the
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boundary of the park.

The transm ssion scenario for this
alternative assunes FP&L wi |l construct
transm ssion |lines, pads and roads on the
utility easenment within the exchange corridor
al ong the eastern boundary in the park. The
same with Alternative 3, except the NPS woul d
retain ownership of the underlying |and.

So both of the exchange alternatives have
draft terns and conditions associated with
them These terns and conditions, their
pur pose woul d be to avoid and mnim ze and
reduce the adverse inpacts of a potenti al
construction of transm ssion |lines or use of
t hese exchange | ands.

So they are pretty nuch the sane with one
i nportant difference. Under Alternative 3 the
fee for fee easenent we would retain a
per petual flowage easenent on the | ands
conveyed to FP&L.

The future uses under these draft terns
and conditions is one place where they differ.
Under this alternative the future uses woul d be
conservation or a utility related facilities,

whi ch coul d i nclude transm ssion |ines, but
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per haps al so pi pelines and conmuni cati on
facilities.

Resources stewardshi p plans, best
managenent practices woul d be enpl oyed to
m nimze adverse inpacts on the park's
resources and values. NPS would have a right
of first refusal, should FP&L indicate it
wanted to sell its interest in the property.
Details of these are in Appendix G

For the easenent for fee again, we would
retain the perpetual flowage easenent on the
easenent area. The main difference is future
uses would be limted to conservation or just
electric transm ssion facilities, but not other
kinds of utility facilities. Again, we would
have resource stewardshi p plans and best
managenent practices, right of first refusal,
and details of these draft and conditions are
I n Appendi x H

Now, again, these are drafts. They are
not finalized. They are not agreed to by FP&L.
If the NPS were to sel ect one of these two
alternatives to inplenment for this project,
after a decision is signed we would enter into

a negotiation of an exchange agreenent with
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FP&L, and then the terns and conditions for
t hat exchange woul d be finalized in that
process. So it would cone after the concl usion
of the NEPA process.

Lastly, Alternative, 5 this is the
acqui sition of the perpetual flowage easenent
on FP&L's property. NPS would acquire a
per petual fl owage easenent on FPL's land in the
park by purchase, condemmati on or donation by
FP&L. Fl owage easenent woul d provide the
mnimuminterest that we need for inplenenting
the Evergl ades restoration projects that |
descri bed earlier. The Park Service would
retain the current |ong-termgoal of acquiring
this property over the long run in a full fee
title.

The transm ssion scenario with this
assumes FP&L coul d construct transm ssion
i nes, pads and roads in the west secondary
corridor, the sane as alternative 1(b), except
we woul d have an underlying fl owage easenent.

Again, this scenario is unlikely we feel,
based on FP&L's wi t hdrawal of the west
secondary corridor fromits applications for

state and federal permts.
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All right. So that's a wal k-through of
the alternatives thensel ves. Now what | want
to do is give you a brief overview of sone of
the maj or conclusions in the EI'S about the
envi ronnmental inpacts of these alternatives.

So going back to 1(a), no NPS action and
no FP&L construction. |If inplenented this
alternative would result in major |ong-term
adverse inpacts on the park due to the
inability to increase water levels in the
expansi on area, and conpl ete the planned
ecosystemrestoration projects.

In the long run, this would adversely
i npact nost natural resources, visitor use and
experience and w | derness character to a nmjor
level. We would al so have a nmj or out bur st
I npact because of the conflict of existing NPS
| and use policies relating to the acquisition
of the FP&L corri dor.

For 1(b) FP&L constructs in the park.
This alternative woul d have the sanme adverse
effects on natural resources as 1(a), due to
the inability to increase the water levels in
t he park.

In addition, the construction of operation
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of transm ssion lines in the FP&L corridor

wi thin the expansion area, if permtted, would
result in long-term maj or adverse inpacts on a
whol e variety of park resources and val ues;
hydr ol ogy, water quality, soils, vegetation and
wet | ands, special status species, visual
resources, visitor use and experience,

wi | derness character and adjacent |and uses and
pol i ci es.

Construction of transmssion lines in that
| ocation would al so present high risk to avian
species, in particular the Evergl ades snai
kite and wood stork, due to proximty of the
lines to nesting and foraging | ocations in the
expansi on ar ea.

Alternative 2 and the direct acquisition.
This acquisition alternative woul d have
| ong-term benefits to nost resources and
val ues, because it would allow for increase
water levels in the expansion area and
conpletion of the plan to ecosystemrestoration
proj ects.

Transm ssion lines will be built in an
area outside of the park east of its boundary.

Therefore, the inpacts on park resources and
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val ues woul d be elimnated or reduced. | npacts
in the area outside the park would vary based
on the location of the corridor that was
sel ected, but many inpacts that are considered
as mpj or adverse in the park woul d be reduced
to a noderate or less intensity in the corridor
out si de of the park.

No maj or inpacts were identified fromthis
alternative except for a potential conflict
wi th adj acent |and uses and policies that would
depend on the | ocation of the corridor, but
wi t h good pl anning, we think nost of those
coul d be avoi ded and reduced to a mnor or
noderate | evel.

| npacts of the two exchange alternatives
are sonewhat simlar. Both alternatives three
and four woul d have the sane | ong-term benefits
as Alternative 2, because of the ability to
I ncrease water | evels and proceed with the
pl anned ecosystemrestoration projects.

Construction and conti nued presence of
transm ssion lines within the expansion area in
t he exchange corridor along the easenent area
would result in long termmaj or adverse inpacts

on a variety of park resources, soils,
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vegetation and wetl ands, wildlife, special
status species, visual resources, adjacent |and
use and policies.

Construction under both alternatives woul d
be guided by terns and conditions devel oped to
provi de for resource protection. As I
nenti oned under Alternative 3, the terns and
conditions would allow for other
utility-related facilities pipelines and
communi cation facilities, while Alternative 4
woul d not allow other utility-rel ated uses.

Lastly, the inpacts of Alternative 5
per petual flow of easenent woul d provide the
sanme long-term benefits as Alternative 2 the
di rect acquisition, because it would provide
for the ability to put increased water |evels
and to proceed with the planned Evergl ades
restoration projects. Inpacts of transm ssion
line construction, if permtted, would be the
sanme as described for Alternative 1(hb).

And again, the construction and operation
of transm ssion lines in the FP&L corri dor
woul d result in long-termmajor adverse inpacts
in all these sane research projects that |

descri bed for Alternative 1(b).
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So after |ooking at the avail able data and
conparing the relative inpacts of the
alternatives, it was clear to our teamthat
Alternative 2, the direct acquisition of FP&L's
property, is the alternative that woul d cause
the | east danage to the biol ogical and physi cal
envi ronment and best protects, preserves and
enhances the historical, cultural and natural
resources of the park.

As | mentioned earlier, the NPS does not
have a preferred alternative at this tinme. W
want to obtain your comments and the coments
fromthe general public, agencies and tribes on
the alternatives under consideration to help
informus on this inportant decision.

Additionally, the site certification
process is nearing its conpletion and we w |
use any new information fromthe fina
certification decision by the state contai ned
in that record to assist us in identifying the
NPS preferred alternative.

A preferred alternative will be identified
in the final environnmental inpact statenent.

So here are the remaining steps. W are

here in the public review and comment period
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which will end on March the 18th.

After that we will carefully review and
respond to all the substantiative comments that
we receive and prepare a final environnenta
i npact statenment, which will be avail able for
public review later this sumrer or in the
aut um.

Then after a 30-day waiting period the
Nati onal Park Service wll issue a record
deci si on docunenting a decision that wll be
made by Stan Austin, who is our regional
director in Atlanta, for which alternative wl|l
be selected for inplenentation. Qur schedul e
anticipates that record decision in
approxi mately Decenber of this year.

We | ook forward to your coments. There
Is a variety of ways that you can give themto
us. You have the comment form You can | eave
it here tonight or mail it into us. You can
provi de verbal comments in the public hearing
that's comng up. You can submt them
el ectronically on the web page for this
project; it's in all the notices that we sent
out. And you can submt witten coments to us

by mail, if you want to wite us a letter, and

| strongly support Alternative 2, as it is
the best resolution and | east anmount of damage
to the park's fragile ecosystem which is
hi ghly stressed.

Furthernore, in the omibus bill in 2009,
whi ch you referenced under 7107 | and exchanges,
where it tal ks about the exchange of |and

between the park and FP&. | believe that the
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determ nati on and evaluation is flawed, because
you can't conpare apples to |ettuce.

Therefore, the land swap i s not of equal
val ue, because the pristine |land that FPL woul d
get woul d be forever polluted and further
encroached on an already stressed ecosystem
while adding to their profit margin and
i ncluding three massive power |ines that go
t hrough the park.

The |l ands that the parks would get is
already within their boundaries that can be
taken by em nent domain, which I actually
support. How is this beneficial for the park
or wildlife? | don't think it is. The Park
Service is not under any obligation to engage
I n such arrangenents, as it defies the purpose
of having protected areas in the first place.

The | anguage in the bill, which you have
al ready nentioned, only says authorizes, which
Is not the sane nmandate. Again, the Park
Service is not under any obligation to accept a
bad deal, which npbst of this is.

So one nust question the w sdomof this
deal and why Florida is not a | eader in solar

power is another question. That would be
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anot her alternative which no one even
nentioned. W are going in the wong
direction. W shouldn't be fracking and
drilling. It should be solar.

In closing, | would |like to reiterate to
Superi ntendent Dan Kinball that the best
solution for the park and its ecosystemis what
should be the priority here; not the best
financial deal for FP&L, or the easiest one to
make.

|f the Park Service can't and won't see
that Alternative 2 is the best solution here
t hen perhaps doing nothing at all is perhaps
better than making a terrible m stake which you
can never repeal.

And lastly, the New Tines has an article
about this proposal in today's paper. And the
pi cture of the panther that was used was
actually taken frominside the park on the east
side, where FP& wi || be building the power
lines, so this is a critically endangered
speci es habitat we woul d be throw ng away.
Thank you.

The summary indicates that to conply with
the congressional intent to ensure the
enhancenent and restoration of the wetland
ecosystemto the restoration of natural
hydr ol ogi ¢ conditions, and to nmanage the area
to mai ntain natural abundance, diversity,
ecol ogical integrity of an entire ecosystem it
woul d be necessary to acquire all lands within
the addition, the land we are tal king about.

NPS intends to nove -- this is 1991. NPS
I ntends to nove ahead with acquisition and
restoration efforts as quickly as possible and
to establish NPS presence in the expansion
area. The legislature for the park expansion
clearly states the intent of Congress to add
all of these lands to the Evergl ades Nati onal
Park to be managed as a park.

| support Alternative 2. It is the only
one that nmakes any sense.

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Scroggs from Florida Power & Light. | wanted
to acknow edge to Dan and his crew. Not many
peopl e understand and appreci ate the anount of
wor k you guys have put in. FP&L has been there
with you along the way to give you infornmation.
W really respect the work that the Park
Service and the Park Service team has done to
get to this point.

As Brien indicated and Ben indicated, this
has been a | ong road. Forty years ago we owned
the property. Twenty-five years ago there was
an expansion. W' ve been working very
diligently, especially since the 2007/2008 tine

W're proud to do
that and we're proud of our environnental
stewardship and we are going to continue that.

There is
sonmething that Alternative 2 has that's m ssing
in other alternatives and that's adverse
inmpacts. | think Alternative 2 is consistent
with the mssion of the Park Service and it is
consistent wwth the integrity of the Evergl ades
National Park itself.

For us this is partly an issue of what you
are calling view sheds and how t hese are goi ng
to ook in the park and that's major. For us
it's view sheds. For the wood storks and the
snail kites and the other listed birds it is
not just view sheds. This is endangernent.
Thank you very -- you know, we have enough big
snakes that don't belong in the Evergl ades
already. We don't need this. Thank you.

MR, WEST: Thank you, M. Hancock. Thank
you very much. Up next is nunber eight.

M5. REYNOLDS: H . |'m Laura Reynol ds
representing the Tropi cal Audubon Society.

MR, WEST: Thank you, Laura.

M5. REYNOLDS: | wanted to thank you for
elevating this to an EIS first of all. Wth
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all the public input that you've received, it
was really the right thing to do.

Second is I'd like to spend just 30
seconds responding to a previous speaker, Steve
Scroggs. | would like to just put on the
record that why | think Alternative 3 i s not
appropriate is you have to consider the rea
value of this land. Wuld FP&L really be able
to gain permts to fill a slough? No. The
answer is no. So pennies on the dollar is what
we are tal king about, so please do not consider
the value of this as a concern. You really
need to consider the environnental alternative,
which is Alternative 2. | think your screen in
front of you says it all, because you've got
power |ines next to wood storks, which is just
visibly inpossible for ne to conceive, and so
whoever put this slide together really
under st ood why we are here tonight.

W are here tonight to speak for a species
t hat cannot speak for thenselves and for the
vi ew sheds, which the previous speaker just
menti oned that you are mandated to protect.

We go to Everglades National Park to enjoy

the scenery and the species that are there, so

| urge you to push Alternative 2. Alternative
2 is the only one that keeps power |ines out of
Ever gl ades National Park. And frankly, it is
FP&L's probl em where they end up. W don't
want themin our public lands. This sets a
nati onal precedent that no Anerican coul d
accept. So thank you.

MR, WEST: Thank you Laura. Thank you
very much. Up next is nunber nine. Joana
Santana? All right. Nunber ten.

MR. STODDARD: |I'm Philip Stoddard. |'m
wearing two hats tonight. | canme here
originally as mayor of South Mam, but I'm
al so going to wear ny FIU hat as well. 1've
been on the faculty of biology here for 21
years and I'll start wth that hat, because |
take ny students every year out to the
Everglades. And | take themout to a spot and
| point out to them that if they look in every
di rection they cannot see the inprint of man.

And for the first tine in their lives they
have been able to | ook out and see no trace of
their own species, other than the spot they are
actual ly standing on thensel ves. And for that

reason alone I don't want to see the skyline of
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Ever gl ades National Park marred by anythi ng
that man created; not transm ssion |ines,
not hi ng.

Now I'm going to switch over to being the
mayor of South M am , where we have no
particular stake in this western corridor. So
not speaki ng as an ecol ogi st anynore, but
speaki ng as sonebody who is speaking for the
public interest and ny city's interest, we find
ourselves cast in arole in a theater of the
absurd.

And the reason is that the Turkey Point
expansi on has not yet been granted a green
| ight by the Nucl ear Regul atory Conmm ssion. |t
may never be. If | were there making that
decision, I'"'mnot quite sure that | would grant
a license to a nuclear plant between two
nati onal parks in a hurricane-swept coastline
expecting sea level rise.

So I don't personally think it is very
likely that that's going to get approved by the
NRC. And if it's not, then why should relief
cost recovery noni es, nucl ear cost recovery
noni es, be granted by the ratepayers upfront to

pay for this infrastructure.
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And just as a matter of public education
recogni ze how this works. W, the ratepayers,
pay on our utility bills upfront fees for
i nfrastructure planning, |egal expenses and so
for that include transmssion lines. The
utility takes those nonies and build the
i nfrastructure that woul d support the
transm ssion lines -- well, support the nuclear
pl ant project, including the transm ssion
lines. They then can say, | guess we didn't
get the license for the nukes. W are going to
buil d a conbi ned cycle gas plant, but they own
the infrastructure.

As soon as they flip the on switch, we pay
them 12 percent interest on their base rate,
whi ch now i ncludes the transm ssion |ines that
we paid for upfront. So it is negative
interest that we pay. W give them noney.

They turn around and charge interest on the
noney we gave them Thus we find ourselves in
the theater of the absurd. It is the nost

bi zarre system | have ever seen in ny life and
| thought people ought to know about it. Thank
you for your tine.

MR, WEST: Thank you, M. Stoddard. Thank
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you very much. Up next is nunber el even.

MR, CLEVELAND: Good evening. M nane is
Noel C evel and.

MR. WEST: Thank you.

MR, CLEVELAND: And |I'mextrenely
concerned about the proposed expansi on of
FP&L's transmi ssion lines and their inmpact on
the well being of South Florida. This issue
goes beyond the boundaries of the Evergl ades
Nati onal Park for several reasons.

Construction of any kind in the w | derness
that we call the Evergl ades further jeopardizes
the ecosystemand its inhabitants as we
continue to encroach into their habitat.

Peopl e cone fromall corners of the world
to visit South Florida. They don't cone to
visit FP&L, or transm ssion |lines, or nuclear
power plants. They cone to swmin the ocean,
enjoy the clean air, soak up the sunshine,
visit the Evergl ades, and a host of other
activities that give themreasons to cone back.

The uni ntended consequences of an
Ever gl ades transm ssion corridor could
j eopardi ze the tourismindustry for no good

reason. Regardl ess of how many conti ngency and
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fail-safe plans are put in place, there is yet
anot her new accident waiting to happen. Sone
ri sks are unavoi dable, but this risk can be
avoi ded.

Transmission line in the eastern
Ever gl ades ends up being an investnent in the
wrong direction for our future. Statenents
fromFP&L intending to justify this
construction project for expansion, or for
redundancy to reduce vulnerability to terrorist
attacks, et cetera, do not recognize that we
need to nove away fromcentralized power and
start investing in decentralized power. This
will provide a nuch greater |evel of redundancy
and neet the |ocal power needs w thout
traversing the state with nore power |ines.

If we were nmaking better use of renewabl e
energy at the nei ghborhood | evel, then the
exi sting transm ssion lines would be able to
provi de the transm ssion network that FP&L
needs for years to cone. Oher nations around
the world have already recognized this fact, so
we need to focus our efforts on catching up to
the current technol ogy instead of continuing

wi th an obsol ete nodel. The anticipated costs
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of expandi ng the nucl ear capacity at Turkey
Point, which will then justify the need for the
added transmission lines, is a poor use of the
funds used by FP&L for this project.

The early cost recovery funds should be
converted to subsidized installation costs for
renewabl e energy, thereby replacing the
20-billion-dollar price tag for building two
new reactors with an energy source that ends up
being virtually free once it's installed. Qur
I nvest nent should be enacted with a long-term
vision of the future, and not based on a
proj ect manager's tineline for getting their
annual bonus.

My children and grandchildren live in
South Florida and | want to preserve for them
the beauty and natural wonder that | grew up
with. And | support Alternative 2. Thank you.

MR, WEST: Thank you very nuch. Up next
I S nunber 12.

MR, GOVEZ: Good afternoon. Thank you for
havi ng us. Thank you for elevating this to the
EIS | evel .

MR, WEST: Tell us your nane.

MR GOVEZ: M nane is Al bert CGonez.
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MR, WEST: Thank you, M. Gonez.

MR GOVEZ: |I'mwith the South Florida
Resilience System a subset systemof the U S
Resilience System based in D.C

| personally, as a citizen of M am -Dade
County, | submtted a |linmted appearance
statenment during the hearing at the NRC for the
COLA reactor license request.

One thing that was stated in that
agreenent, which | wll submt to the Nationa
Park Service, is that there was sone egregi ous
managenent in chronol ogy of the original
envi ronnment al agreenents that were put in place
for the foraging extensions to be put forth.

It was quite egregious in that it was not
conpl eted before they gave FP&L the right to
initiate their secondary EI'S for the COLA

And that chronology is just wong and
|l egally wong, and | think that will be one of
the ultimate sticking points that won't all ow
the COLA to go through. Hence, here we are
tal ki ng about all these what ifs and putting a
| ot of negotiation, which rightfully you have
to have in place wwth FP&, but we stil

haven't decided on the reactor and the reactor
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Is the notive for the transm ssion |ines.

Wth that said, our group is currently
wor ki ng on a National Park Service centenni al
vision for the next year -- 100 years of the
nati onal park. And one of the things that
we've noticed -- a recent speech in D.C. was
wi | dl ands and threatened cities of conflict --
Is that there is a direct separation between
the National Park Service and the outreach to
t he public.

One of the conversations here is a
negotiation of putting these power lines on the
western corridor and that being a negotiation
separating the public fromthat land with
transm ssion lines. That does not support
enjoynent of the public. That does not support
out r each.

The answer is collectively intelligent
distributed grids. That's the way to pronote a
national park. That's the way to pronote the
public's interest.

One of the things that we want to try to
work on is chronol ogy here. Again, we're back
to chronology. Let's put things to bed. Let's
|l et the powers that be, the NRC, with your
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support, decide on existing subject matter that
needs to be decided on prior to these actions
being taken. There is a little too nuch
collusion going on. It could be called
negotiation, it could be called whatever, but
we have to work on chronol ogy. Let's put
things to bed before we deci de other things.

MR, WEST: Thank you, M. Gonez. Thank
you very much. Up next is nunber 13.

MR, SCHWARTZ: Is that a |ucky nunber?

MR, WEST: Absolutely.

MR. SCHWARTZ: Matthew Schwartz. [|I'm
executive director of the South Florida
W dl ands Associ ati on.

MR, WEST: Thank you, Matthew.

MR, SCHWARTZ: A lot of folks here tonight
and |"msorry that I do know so many of the
folks here tonight. | wish there was a | ot
nore people here that | didn't know tonight.

This is an inportant issue for our
community, and for South Florida, and for the
Evergl ades, putting six mles of power |ines
al ong Evergl ades National ParKk.

|"mgoing to subtitle this talk welcone to

my nightmare. This is really a nightrmare and
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this is only one part of the nightmare that's
going on right now Fol ks that follow ny page
on Facebook, South Florida WIdl ands

Associ ation, know that we are battling an oil
boomin the western Evergl ades. Collier
Conpany has | eased about $450, 000 acres. The
seismc testing for direct oil drilling, alnost
all of it in primary or secondary panther
habitat. North of the Big Cypress National
Preserve, ny friends in FP&L are trying to
permt the |argest gas-fired power plant in the
country in another 3000 acres of Florida

pant her habitat.

On Turkey Point on the shores of Biscayne
Bay, right next to Biscayne National Park,
they're trying to permt two new gigantic
nucl ear power plants, which will be pool ed by
recycl ed sewage and wastewater. |It's not going
into those 5,000 acres of mangroves that they
destroyed to create canal s.

And then of course now we're here, the
power |ines across Evergl ades National ParKk.
This is one gigantic ecosystem It is going
down the tube quickly.

You guys know that there are no manmal s
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left in Everglades National Park, in the

sout hern area of Evergl ades National Park. |
spoke to Frank Mazzotti, the person who wote
the study, which seened to inply that the
manmmal s were dyi ng because the Burnese python.
He said, no, it's just circunstantial evidence.
Bur mese pythons are there. There's no manmal s.
Maybe it's the Burnese pythons; maybe it's not.
Maybe it's sonmething else. But the fact
remai ns when you go to the Evergl ades Nationa
Park there is no mammals left. Go canpi ng down
there. There is no raccoons. There's not hing.
Wiy? We don't know.

So we're going to enbark on anot her
experiment here and put mles and mles of
massi ve power |ines across the eastern edge of
Ever gl ades National Park, inside the park or
out si de, next to wood stork col oni es, across
t he hiker area, everything, and find out what's
going to happen after we build it?

Clearly, Alternative 2, the environnenta
preferred alternative should be the preferred
alternative.

One last thing I'"'mgoing to try to say,

there are people here who are not here today
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who should be. Bill Nelson is not here today
nor is Mel Martinez. Those are the two
senators who canme up with the Evergl ades swap
that eventually becane the public |aw that
aut hori zed this swap to take place.

There are many, many properties inside the
park that haven't been acquired that stand in
the way of flowage, as Brien pointed out.

Three private airboat commercial operations;
not wor ki ng under any concession contract, just
runni ng people out to Evergl ades National Park,
taki ng the noney and sayi ng, thanks for com ng.
Two radi o towers, nothing has been acquired.

FP&L, which received an order in 1996
saying, we are going to offer you 110 grand for
your property. Here's the formyou filled out.
Hand it over or we'll take it by em nent
domain. That was when the National Park
Servi ce needed to neet, needed to do its
statutory obligations, fulfill the O ganic Act,
t he Redwood Act, the enabling | egislation of
the park, the enabling |legislation, the
expansi on area, every bit of |egislation.

Did anybody in the National Park Service

tell Senator Nel son and Senator Marti nez what
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you are proposing violates National Park
Service law? That's a question for the

Nati onal Park Service. When they brought this
bill to you, did you tell themit was violating
every bit of National Park Service |aw that was
meant to protect this |and, nmanages this park.
And |''m demandi ng right now that you do that
and I will expect nothing less fromthis
Nat i onal Park Service. Thank you.

MR, WEST: Thank you, Matthew. Thank you
very much. We really appreciate those
comments. Up next is nunber 14.

MR, STARK: Attorney Brad Stark speaking
for nyself.

MR. WEST: Thank you, Brad.

MR, STARK:  When Walt Disney built
Di sneyl and he had roads going right next to the
park and he said, ny God, this was a huge
m stake. The next tinme | build a park I'm
buil ding a big cushion around it, because it is
such an integral part of the experience of the
park goer. That's exactly what he did and
Di sney Worl d dwarfs D sneyl and.

So here we are after 1989, 8,000

| andowners were bought out, except for a few.
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Guess who else? It's been a 40-year shakedown.
That's what it's been, a shakedown by FP&L to
make noney.

I f you | ook at the Mather studies, it
estimates that birdwatchers contribute $3.6
billion a year, and | think that's 2004 noney,
to the | ocal econony. Those people aren't
comng to |l ook at power |ines.

So what FP&L is really saying is, hey,
we've got this land. W' ve been shaking you
down for 40 years. W' ve been holding onto it,
figuring the longer we hold, if we are the | ast
person out, the nore noney we will get for it.
There is another word for that. |It's called
extortion.

Let nme read the |legal definition of
extortion. Qbtaining noney or property by
threat to a victinmls property or intimdation.
It's really environnmental extortion. That's
what we have here.

So FP&L speaks a | anguage, the | anguage is
noney. That's all it is. Mney. Forget
stewardshi p. Scroggs said stewardship. You've
got to be kidding. | nean that's -- cone on.

Thank you so
much for having us here tonight. | want to
thank Dan Kinball and the entire team | was
in this rooma few years ago when we were
asking for an EIS, and | think it's clear,
based on the results that have cone forward
that noving forward with the EI'S process is
necessary and appropriate, and we are really

glad to have this infornmation.
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After carefully considering all the
managenent alternatives presented in the EI' S,
NPCA has decided to support Alternative 2.

It's the only option that acconplishes the
project's objective of acquiring the |and, and
does so without detrinental inpacts to the
park's ecosystem or visitor experience, which
Is incredibly inportant to NPCA, our m ssion
and our supporters.

| do want to say that we thought about al
of the alternatives. W sat down with our
policy teans, |ooked at the pros and cons and
it's clear that Alternatives 1 and 5 just don't
acconplish the mssion. They don't acquire the
| and and so they can't have our support.

Alternatives 3 and 4 have maj or adverse
I npacts to everything fromwetl ands, soi
quality, hydration, all the way down the I|ine,
and so Alternatives 1, 3, 4 and 5 are just not
vi abl e in our opinion.

It's also inportant to note that
Alternative 2 is the only option conpatible
with the power line corridor, conpletely
outside of current park boundaries. That's not

park boundaries, if we give a parcel away and
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then renove it. It's current park boundaries
as proposed by NPCA, which remains a viable
option, as we await the state's final

det erm nati on about the corridor certification.

W would Iike to nove forward with the
preferred alternative that assunes the power
line corridor within current park boundari es,
presupposes that state decision, and opens the
park up to nunmerous detrinental inpacts that
really may not be necessary.

| n accordance wi th congressional
di scretion, the objective of NPSis to acquire
and manage | ands in the expansion area for
restoration, and nowis the tinme to acquire
t hose | ands.

We feel really strongly that it would not
be appropriate to renove Alternative 2 as a
vi abl e option before we see a current cost
val uation of that land, so we really know
what's on the table.

Al of the lands in the expansion area are
deened critical. This isn't an either/or. W
can't swap one area for another. Al of the
| ands in national park boundaries have to

remain in public ownership. That's our
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responsibility and our |egacy as Aneri cans.

We fear that if NPS were to nove forward
with any alternative other than two, it would
set a really dangerous precedent that our
nati onal parks are open for business at the
di scretion of for-profit utilities. And giving
up publicly owned | ands for devel opnent as an
accept abl e managenent outcone, which it
certainly is not.

So we again appreciate the fact that NPS
put this EIS together. W |look forward to
submtting detail witten coments for your
consideration. And again, | thank you for the
opportunity tonight.

UNKNOMWN SPEAKER: Hello. Good eveni ng.

UNKNOWN SPEAKER: My nane is
(unintelligible). I'ma student here at FIU.
| think I would Iike to do a little nore
readi ng before I submt ny coments. So | wll
go ahead and do that by nmail, but I'mglad to
have attended. Thank you.

MR, WEST: Thank you for com ng out
tonight. W appreciate it very nuch. Ckay.
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Up next is nunber 17.

MR CGROSSO Hi. Hello. Good evening.
My nane is Richard G osso.

MR. WEST: Thank you, Richard.

MR, GROSSO  And |I'm here representing the
Florida WIldlife Federation tonight. | have
been a | awyer working on environnmental issues
here in South Florida for many years, 25 or 30
years at | east.

My perspective on this and Florida
Wldlife's perspective is that Aternative 2,
the buyout, is by far the preferred
alternative. It is by far the nost
ecol ogically consistent with the restoration we
are trying to bring about. It is by far the
nost consistent with the | aw that governs the
managenent plan and the options here. It is by
far the option that is consistent with the
pur poses of the park.

It increases the | evel of ecol ogical
function. It nmaximzes the restoration
i nvestnent that $20 billion restoration
I nvestment we are already making in this park.
It adds 325 -- 320 acres of spatial extent. If

you' |l remenber, increasing the spatial extent
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of wetlands was job one, when we first started
preparing the Evergl ades Restoration Plan. It
by far is the option that maxim zes the public
enjoynent, and the view shed throughout the
par k, throughout many portions of park.

W are spending so nuch noney to restore
the park to undo things like this. Wen Kara
Kapp takes her child out to the Evergl ades and
they wal k around and she says, oh, yeah, those
canals, we built those 60, 70 years ago, but we
are fixing sonme of them Tamam Trail, yeah
we built that a long tinme ago, but we're
el evating that.

Ch, but, Mnmy, when did we do those power
lines? Yeah, we approved those in 2014. W
built themin 2020. Does that nake the
slightest bit of sense that what we are trying
to do to Evergl ades National Park we woul d now
make the affirmative decision to build power
lines through any part of the park? It really
doesn't.

The cost issue is highly questionable.
That's why you should condemm the I and. The
notion that you cannot afford to buy from FP&L

i nportant wetlands within a globally inperiled
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nati onal park, where there is clear
alternatives avail able, and thus they woul d
never qualify for a 404 Arny Corps of Engi neers
wetl and permt, the notion that you can't
afford that? Condemm them pay real fair

mar ket val ue, don't specul ate about how nuch it
woul d cost.

And we do question, sort of the |ack of
hard cost data in the EIS, and that's sonething
t hat ought to be | ooked at. | strongly suspect
there is a land use lawer with expertise in
property rights. That the actual fair market
value of this land is nowhere near what sone
fol ks m ght speculate that it is. That's why
the | and exchange is not justified.

The only approach that ought to be taken
here is to buy the land. W' ve heard the word
exchange. |It's an agreenent for exchange.

That agreenent is subject to federal |aws |ike
NEPA, |ike Federal 404. It was a nice effort.
It was naybe a good idea to consider it, but
now t hat you've considered it, and you've run
t he nunbers, and you've | ooked at the signs,
and you' ve | ooked at the data, you conpare it

to the law, clearly the exchange is
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unjustified.

Clearly, the only option, and I will close
here, is to buy the land and condem it for a
real fair market value. Thank you very nuch.

MR, WEST: Thank you for your comments.
Excel l ent. Nunber 18?

MR REGUEIRO. Hello. MW nane is Rene
Regueiro, and |I'm here representing 1,000
Friends of Florida, and | ama legal intern at
Nova Sout heastern University Environnental Law
and Land Use Cinic, with ny professor who just
spoke.

W are here to just tell you a little bit
about the cost. Putting these power |ines
outside of the Everglades National Park are
not -- the land that wll go outside it would
cost a little bit nore. This is true because
it is privately owned | and; however, the
di sparagenent is not too nuch, because there
are certain factors that were not stated and
have not been | ooked at. These factors are
litigation.

The fact that they have to sell themto
get permts in order to be able to build, and

in order to be able to get these within the
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Ever gl ades Nati onal Park.

You al so have to do the 404, 402. You
have to do endangered species. And we have
proven wood storks and snail kites are all
wi thin that.

So within these permtting you nust have
litigation in order -- and |lawers, in order to
try to get these permts done.

However there is risk also that sone
not-for-profit or sonme type of individual would
like to find the findings, if they are found
that they should, and the permts are given,
that were not properly given. And there is a
risk that litigation and a suit mght be able
to be brought up. That is another cost. Let's
say the permts were given; there is a cost of
litigation.

Litigation would be that -- let's say that
in order to get the permt you nust also add
some extra wetlands. These are extra costs
that are added to these corridors that are
wi thin Evergl ades National Park. And these
costs are not being seen. These costs should
be added to the cost to get away fromthe

di sparagenent, and see that nost of what's
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going on on the outside is very close.

Now | just want to add a little bit nore
about a different topic, which is Shark Valley.
Shark Valley is about 15 mles away fromthese
lines. Shark Valley, a lot of tourists go
there for the Everglades, and this is a very
tourist heavy area. A lot of young people,

l'i ke nyself, like to bike on Shark Vall ey.

These lines, like | said, create noise.
They take away fromthe natural soundscape of
the area and these |ines m ght be visible.
They are very, very tall. Nowthis wll
change. The tourists will see a difference.
Now this effect mght |ose tourist fromthe
park, and m ght also affect econony within the
M am - Dade County, or all of the other people
who buy bi kes that |ove the recreation. It is
a cult. Shark Valley is basically a cultural
thing within M am - Dade County, that we like to
bi ke and we like to do the night bike. So I
just wanted to add that in there.

Thank you very nuch for your tinme and
t hank you for having ne speak.

MR, WEST: Thank you for your comments.

They were really good. Thank you. Up next is
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nunber 19.

MR RING H. M nane is D ck R ng.
From 1992 to 2000 | was the superintendent of
Ever gl ades National Park. |'m here tonight
representing a coalition of National Park
Service Retirees. It is an organization of
about 1,000 nenbers, including many forner park
superintendents, regional directors, associate
and deputy directors of the National Park
Service. In all, the coalition represents over
30, 000 years of National Park Service
experi ence and service.

Park Service has correctly identified
Alternative 2, the acquisition of the | and
environnental preferred alternative. W
believe also that it is the only alternative
identified in the EIS, which fully neets the
critical criteria that need to be eval uated
her e.

The public cost of acquisition is a social
and econom c factor that should be eval uated
under the NEPA in the environnental inpact
statenent. |It's treated as an unknown in this
draft. As a result, there is insufficient

information to consider cost as a factor in
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reachi ng a deci si on.

Even if specific information were
i ncl uded, the cost of acquisition has to al so
be considered in the context of restoration
effort. |It's already conmtted to
approximately $100 million for the East
Ever gl ades Land Acquisition, over $400 mllion
for nodified water deliveries to the Evergl ades
Nati onal Park, and approxi mately $13 billion
for the Evergl ades ecosystemrestoration.

Further, the exchange alternatives propose
to use existing park land as currency in lieu
of an unknown anmount of public funds to acquire
the existing FP&L | ands. This is unsupportable
in the context of the park and restoration
effort that is commtted to saving the
ecosystemthat's already been reduced by over
50 percent of its original size.

The urgency of this decision is solely to
connect the restoration of water flows and
| evel s to the East Everglades. The acquisition
of the FP&L | ands alone will not allow increase
water deliveries to the park. Several other
properties have to be acquired or elevated in

addi tional construction and bridgi ng nust be
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conpleted. The renmaining portions of Tam am
Trail elevated, structural changes to the water
conversation area is made, and water quality

I ssues resol ved, and operations plans agreed
to, before delivery of water vol unes
distribution levels sufficient to restore the
ecol ogi cal function of the East Evergl ades can
be achi eved.

I ncremental inprovenents of water
deliveries wll do little or nothing to restore
t he ecol ogical function of this area. Science
has indicated that this will not begin to occur
until water deliveries and dynanm cs reach
al rost historic |evels.

The restoration effort is commtted to
achieving this goal, however it cannot occur
until all those pieces are in place. There is
time to conplete this acquisition, and the
context of the other projects and actions that
nmust be conpl eted, before water deliveries can
achi eve restorati on.

Finally, the National Park Service has to
be guided by its strong statutory obligation to
adm ni ster and protect Evergl ades Nati onal

Park. The Organic Act of 1916 says the
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Nati onal Park Service shall be managed to
provide for the enjoynent of the park in such a
manner and by such neans as wll |eave them

uni npaired for the enjoynent of future
gener ati ons.

The Establishing Act of 1934 of the
Ever gl ades National Park said the area shall be
permanently preserved as a w | derness, and no
devel opnent or project plan shall be undertaken
which will interfere with the preservation
i ntact of unique flora, fauna and the essenti al
primtive natural conditions now prevailing in
t he area.

In our judgnent, the selection of any
alternative other than Alternative 2 wll
constitute inpairnment of Everglades Nati onal
Park, an action which the National Park Service
Is constrained fromtaking. Each of the other
alternatives would result in permanent | oss of
park land or interest in park |ands, create
significant intrusion on park |ands, create an
i ndustrial view shed on the w | derness and
natural scenery of the Evergl ades Nati onal
Park, and significantly inpact uni que natural

conditions that characterize naturally
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significant wetland systens.

For these reasons we believe that
Alternative 2 is the clear choice for the
Nati onal Park Service. Thank you.

MR, WEST: Thank you very nuch. Up next
I s nunber 20.

M5. TAPLIN. Kim Taplin with the US Arny
Cor ps of Engi neers, Jacksonville district. W
will be sending you formal witten comments,
but as partners with the park and Evergl ades
restoration, | thought it was inportant for us
to be here tonight to really express the need
to acquire the appropriate real estate interest
that we need to start flowing water to
Nort heast Shark River Sl ough.

We struggl e every day, every water year,
about how to operate the system and as you
know it's hone to 68 threatened and endangered
species. And allowng us to utilize the
structural inprovenents that are on the ground
t oday, regarding nodified water deliveries, the
one-mle bridge, the C 111 South Dade Project,
I ncreases our opportunity to have operational
flexibility. Not only do we need these

illustrated for the nodified water deliveries
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project and the C 111 project that are nearing
conpl etion of construction, they are al so
needed for the future planned projects such as
the central Evergl ades planning project, which
we're hoping to send forward to Congress this
year for authorization, as well as the next
steps after that, the overall conprehensive
Ever gl ades Restoration Pl an.

So we urge the park to continue to nove
forward in getting the real estate interests
that are needed towards our conmon goals to
restoring America's Everglades. Thank you.

MR, WEST: Thank you very nuch. Up next
is 21.

MR TEAS: M nane is Jim Teas.

MR, WEST: Thank you, Jim

MR, TEAS: | represent the Mam G oup of
the Sierra Cub, and the | ocal Dade and Mbonroe
chapter group was founded in 1972 to conbat the
efforts to build a jetport in the Evergl ades,
and we recogni ze -- we always -- one of our --
one of the things that we hold dear is the
Evergl ades. W try and protect it and we --
sorry. Let nme read this.

W hold it dear. Qur nenbers enjoy
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hi ki ng, canoeing, spending tinme in the

Evergl ades. W recognizing that it needs a
continual flow of water over the surface to

mai ntain the ecosystem and support the species
that lives there. W support nutrient renoval
and increased water flow through the system and
recogni ze the need for expansion in the
Ever gl ades National Park to ensure that the

fl ow conti nues.

We do not support the construction of
nucl ear power plants or transm ssion |lines, but
we recogni zing that these may happen anyway.

As a result, we favor Alternative 2, the
Nat i onal Park Service acquire the FP&L property
in the East Evergl ades expansi on area.

In the event that Alternative 2 cannot be
met, we would favor Alternative 5 as an
alternative. Thank you.

MR. WEST: Thank you, Jim Thank you very
much. Up next is nunber 22.

MR. HEALEY: It is alittle |ower now.
Good evening. M nane is TK Heal ey and |'m
just comng here as a resident. | don't have
anything prepared. |'mnot fromany group. |

am a nenber of the Tropical Audubon Society,
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and | certainly second everything that our
executive director had said.

Also | came to Florida in 1965 for
college. Florida was a nmuch different place.
Basically, we could go about a mle fromny
canpus we could go hunting. Now that's all
covered. W certainly couldn't keep guns in
our roomlike we did then because |ife changes.

Fl ori da Power & Light and they have
del i vered not hing but excellent service, so |I'm
very happy with Florida Power & Light, but
their objectives are different than ours, and
they are different fromthe objectives as |
understand it fromthe national park.

| don't believe that Florida Power & Light
shoul d be able to get any ownership in this.

It should all go to the National Park Service.

| don't understand what they are doing with the
east corridor. And frankly, I'"'mglad to see
Mayor Stoddard here, because | have been

foll owi ng what he's been saying over tinme and
it's correct.

So ny feeling is, please, keep the public
ownership in the Everglades. W definitely

need it. Thank you very mnuch.
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MR WEST: Thank you, M. Healey. Thank
you very much. Al right. Twenty three.

MR, ULLMAN. H. M nane is Jon U Il man.
['"'mthe South Florida Evergl ades seni or
organi zer for The National Sierra C ub based
here in Mam .

MR, VEST: Thank you.

MR ULLMAN:  Well, | will tell you about a
little bike trip | took a couple of nonths ago.
The Broward group was nice enough to ask ne to
go with themon an excellent outing that they
hol d, where they bi ke along the Shark Vall ey
sl ough -- well, the tramroute there, and al
the way up to the tower and it's a real
wor kout, let nme tell you and it's anazi ng.

Wien | got there the first thing you notice is
that there is no place to park in the park.

You have to park on the edge, because this
area is so popular. | mean, every year it's
getting nore and nore popular. So we go to the
tower, and it's not just our group that's up
there, but it's all kinds of other people who
have finally made that journey, and they are
just looking out and saying this is amazing.

This is the nost incredible view M purpose
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was to tell them about the Evergl ades
restoration, the water flow, and all of that
good stuff, and Tam am Trail being el evated.
And then | said, oh, by the way, the park is

pl anni ng on putting power |ines on the edge,
and you are going to see these power |ines all
the way across the outer edge of the park al ong
t he hori zon.

And you think this crowmd was mad today,
okay, they were livid. They could not believe
it. | couldn't even believe it, okay. It
sounded, like, that's bizarre. The nunber of
peopl e supporting Alternative No. 2 pretty much
mrrors the nunber of people who supported that
alternative three years ago when we were here
in this fine stadi um cl ub.

Let nme tell you sonething this crowd,
which is enblematic of this conmmunity doesn't
want this. They don't want the swap. They
don't want it in the slough. They don't want
the swap. Wat they want is nunber two, okay.

And M. Scroggs said we are here to sol ve
the issue. You want to solve the issue, let's
sol ve the issue. Tonorrow, why don't you

donate that |and that you own to the peopl e of
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the United States of America so that we can
flow the water and save the Evergl ades, because
I"'mtelling you this Evergl ades is dying,
seriously dying. It's suffering from drought.

W are threatened by clinmate change, and
then this whole process is to build a nucl ear
power plant in a flood-prone area we know is
going to flood. This whole thing nakes no
sense. I'mgoing to ask FP&L to donate the
| and and ask themdo you really want to hold up
the Evergl ades restoration? It's in your
hands. You can do it. You can donate the |and
ri ght now.

Al so, because there was no alternative
recommended, public needs an opportunity, once
that recommendati on cones out, to say what they
think. | have a feeling it's going to be the
sanme as all the other tinmes it said what it
thinks. But it needs that opportunity. This
deal needs to be undone and we are going to do
it.

MR, WEST: Thank you, John. Thank you
very much. Ckay. Next is 24. Just as --
nunber 24, sorry, not to inpersonalize you.

That's all the folks | have got signed up.
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MR. SKINNER: [|'m 24.

MR WEST: No, | know. You don't have to
rai se your hand. |'mjust giving people a
heads up that after 24 --

MR. SKINNER: |'mthe |ast one?

MR, WEST: Probably not. So pl ease.

MR. SKINNER: | look like the |ast one.

MR WEST: Onh, no. Please, state your
name, sir.

MR. SKINNER My nane is Bob Skinner and |
representative the |zaak Wal ton League, both
the Mangrove Chapter in Mam and the Keys
Chapter and the 48,000 people who are nenbers
national ly.

First of all, I want to congratul ate Dan
Kinball for all the efforts he's done in the
Evergl ades. And | know he's retiring shortly
and he's been a great friend to the Evergl ades.

Second, we support Alternative 2. And I
woul d like to say two things about all of this,
in addition to my experience over the years at
these neetings. 1'd like to talk about need
and 1'd like to tal k about exanple.

We knew that they had to have an airport

down i n Honestead, because they had to have it.
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It wasn't needed. They had to have an airport
out in the Big Cypress 40 years ago. It wasn't
needed. They had to have an oil refinery down
i n Biscayne Bay 50 years ago; now it's Biscayne
Nat i onal Par k.

And they had to have a power extension
facility in Dagny Johnson North Key Largo. It
had to be done, because Ocean Reef had to have
nore power. They didn't get it and they found
anot her way. They found another way to sol ve

the problem And here all we've heard is,

wel |, now we just have to have this facility.
We just have to have these lines. | don't
think that's necessary. | don't think it's

really needed. That's the first thing.

The second thing is, since | don't think
it's needed, they are also going into a world
class facility. Now this world class facility
I's honored all over the world for what it is.
And every person who stood up here stood up for
the same thing, to protect it.

And | have been doing this for a |ong
time, and |'ve heard all these statenents about
all these needs, and they have to have it, but

every tinme they don't get it it works anyway.
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In other words, they found an airport;
Honmestead's cargo airport was not needed. The
power facility in North Key Largo was not
needed. We got around it. | think this is
very inmportant, so | think we should buy it.
And if we don't have the noney we shoul d take
bonds or use cash, but protect the Evergl ades
Nati onal Park. This is very inportant. Thank
you for your tine.

MR, WEST: Thank you, M. Skinner. Thank
you very much. Like | said, that was all that
| had officially signed up. Yes, ma'anf She's
got her hand raised. She's running to the
front, so please.

M5. HEMPHI LL: Christine Henphill.

MR, WEST: Christine Henphill. Thank you.

M5. HEMPHILL: |'ma biologist. Thank
you. | support Alternative 2. | think that as
a biologist, | don't think | can say nore than

a lot of the other people did. But | do like
Jon Ulmn's comment, and | think that it would
be quite fine if FP& just manned up and nade
the donation. They certainly could do sone
things that m ght bring sone positives, and

there is one good idea that's not costing them
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much. So as a biologist, I'"'mAlternative 2,
plus Jon Ul man's comment. That was great.
Thank you.

MR. WEST: Thank you Ms. Henphill. Thank
you very nmuch. Okay. Yes, sir?

MR MARTIN. |I'mDrew Martin and |'m here
on behal f of the Loxahatchee G oup of the
Sierra Cub. W represent Pal m Beach, Martin
and St. Lucie counties. W have 3,000 nenbers
plus. W are here to support the Sierra's
Club's position of Alternative 2.

W realize that Alternative 5 al so woul d
provi de sone benefits. W would prefer
Alternative 2, and | really think it is
inportant to | ook at what's going on in South
Florida. And as the gentleman nentioned, there
have been many ideas that weren't good ideas
that didn't happen and we managed to continue
to nove forward.

What is the park all about? What is
Ever gl ades Nati onal Park? They had the PBS
speci al on the parks and one of the things they
sai d about Evergl ades National Park is it
didn't have nountains and it didn't have

canyons. But what it has is the vistas, and
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the birds, and the vistas of w de-open space.

And | renmenber being up in Wom ng and
seeing no power |ines anywhere, and that's such
athrill to see that open space, and not see
any human-nmade structures to really feel I|ike
you are outdoors. And that's really what a
national park is all about, that feeling of
what it was like 3- or 400 years ago before al
these things were here.

So if you take sonething |ike Evergl ades
Nati onal Park, which is a very flat vista and
you put power lines in there, you are going to
see that fromeverywhere. People are going to
drive up, they're going to see that.

Now we obviously don't want the power
lines inside the park, so we think that
Alternative 2 is a necessity and that is to
purchase. But we also don't want to see them
along the edge of the park. W think that the
park needs to be maintained. And what we've
seen in South Florida is all this devel opnent,
and it is taking away an entire ecosystemt hat
basically filled up the entire south part of
the state. W can't afford to | ose any nore.

That is a great value to us.
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We are | ooking at new alternative sources
of energy that have going to be distributed
power. W probably won't even be using power
lines in the next 30 years. So why are we
bui |l di ng power lines? It is all technol ogy.

W need to | ook forward to new technol ogy, and
we need to | ook at what the purpose of the
Organi ¢ Act was.

We are al so concerned about the fact that
there would be no preferred alternative when
you cone out with these recomendati ons.

| also want to take a nonent to thank Dan
Kinball. He's done a wonderful job. It's been
a pleasure working with you. W are going to
m sSS you.

MR, KI MBALL: Thank you.

MR, WEST: Thank you very nuch. GCkay. W
have a few nore mnutes. | know we want to try
and wap up by 8:30 if possible, and I know Dan
very much wants to wap up before you | eave.
Any ot her conmments? Anyone want to offer
anyt hi ng el se? Ckay.

Well, you have been so thoughtful and very
respectful tonight, so | thank you very nuch

for that testinony.
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Dan Kinball, would you like to cone back
up and cl ose us out?

MR KIMBALL: Sure. A lot of you have
been to our neetings on our GW, and | try to
listen really carefully during the course of
these neetings, and try to collect ny thoughts,
as we depart fromthe neeting, and this has
been -- this issue | tell a lot of people
who' ve worked from 1989 until 2013 to build a
nodi fi ed water deliveries project in the
Tamam Trail, and it took a long tine to do
that. That was a very, very conpl ex
undertaking and | think during ny tenure at
Ever gl ades National Park, and | appreciate the
ni ce comments about thanking ne for what we
have done here. It's been ny good fortune to
have a | ot of good things happen on ny watch.

| think that with respect to the
conplexity of issues, | can't think of a nore
conpl ex issue than this one right here. The
reason | say that is | think nod waters and
bui |l ding the bridge on Tam am Trail was nunber
one; this is probably nunber two.

| really want to thank all of you for

comng tonight. | really appreciate your
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excellent input. | think as you knowthis is
as | said a very conplex project. Wen you
have a chance, take a | ook at what we call the
Nati onal Environnental Policy, the NEPA
docunment, these two volunmes that are around the
tables. They are pretty heavy. You may want
to use the CD, but take a | ook at that, because
I"'mreally proud of what the Park Service team
with the help of our consultants were able to
put together.

| think we did a thorough anal ysis on
that. They got the alternatives as best we
could. I think it is a very thorough
assessnent and there is a | ot of good specific
information in there, so take a | ook at that
when you have a chance.

And | think one thing to renmenber tonight
is Brien said it in his evaluation or his
presentation. You know, we don't have a
preferred alternative at that point, and the
reason we don't is a couple of nmjor things and
Brien had it in his presentation, but | wll
just enphasize it. One is we want to hear from
the public and | ook at our GVP process and what

we' ve gone through. W carefully consider
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public input.

And the other thing we are carefully
evaluating is the site certification project
that's underway -- a process that's underway
with the State of Florida. You know, we
want -- that is an inportant factor in our
deci sion making, to really watch that process.

The other thing is this is a |and
acquisition EIS, and | just want to enphasize
to everyone that there is a parallel effort,
Brien had it in his presentation. This is an
envi ronnmental inpact statenent of which we're a
cooperator that the Corps of Engineers and
nucl ear regul atory conm ssion are | ooking at
the power plant licensing, and the 404 permts
related to these transm ssion |ines.

| mean, under the National Environnental
Policy Act. This is a land acquisition EI'S
wel | . Under NEPA, as we have to | ook at
reasonably foreseeable. And the reasonably
foreseeabl e actions on these lands is a
transm ssion |ine. However, the actual
permtting of those -- we've heard tonight,
whether it's a 404 permt, for exanple, that

wi | | happen in anot her NEPA deci sion process.
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So |l will really recomrend that you very
closely follow the NEPA process.

| understood that there nmay be sone fol ks
here from NRC, |'m not sure they canme tonight.
But I know Megan Clouser with the Corps of
Engi neers was here tonight. And they are
carefully |l ooking at the permtting decisions
that would relate to transm ssion |ines that
you heard about tonight.

The other thing that | would like to
enphasi ze is we work a lot with Kim Taplin, and
she just came up and represented the Corps of
Engi neers. She's the one who's been
advanci ng -- she's been the |l ead on the central
Ever gl ades pl anning project, which is really
the lifeline for Everglades National Park to
bri ng water down through the center of the
system And | couldn't say it any better than
what Kimsaid earlier is that we are trying to
do everything we can to bring water in the
par k.

The National Acadeny of Sciences does the
study every two years and sone of their fol ks
have cone to nme and said, Dan, you better

figure out a way to get water in the park. The
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park is dying of thirst, and it could coll apse
on your watch and that really struck ne. So
we've got a bridge. W've got a raised road,
but we need to acquire lands. A nunber of
commentators tonight said this wasn't the only
park that needed to be acquired. They're
exactly right.

And our |ands teamintroduced thensel ves
in the back, for National Park Service. They
are working very hard day and night to acquire
those other five parcels, the three conmercia
ai rboat operations and the two AMradi o tower
sites. So we know that those have to be
acquired as well. W are also working on water
quality, so we are also working -- | guess |
called it the fine print.

It is great to go out and cut ribbons and
break ground and build bridges, but ultimtely
you' ve got to get an operations plan in place,
acquire the lands, deal with water quality and
those are the fine print things we need to do.

| just want to enphasize to all of you
that we are working hard on those other parts
of this conplex puzzle.

| think overall we have nade this
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trenmendous investnent out there, and you heard
the comments tonight, close to a half a billion
dollars for the Tamam Trail, the bridge, the
road raising, the eight and a half square mle
area, and we need to bring the water into the
park, and that's why these acquisitions are so
i mportant.

| would just recommend taking a | ook at
the EI'S. Really, the comment period closes,
again just to enphasize, on March 18th. Pl ease
take a ook at the EIS. W are w de open and
we want to | ook at your comments.

As | said, we are in the mddle of a
deci si on-maki ng process, and what | want to
pl edge to you is that we wll very, very
carefully I ook at those comments and nake the
best decision we can nake on the part of the
National Park Service. And | think that it was
either Brien or Ben -- | amnot the
deci si on- maker here.

The park nakes a recommendation to our --
nmy boss, Stan Austin, who's the regional
di rector and the decision cones at that |evel.
So we wll do afinal EIS and that is -- we are

| ooki ng at the sumer of 2014 and a record
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deci sion towards the end of the year.

So | really want to thank you for com ng.
| pledge to you that we will carefully evaluate
all the cooments. And just one final footnote,
this is for Matthew Schwartz. | do have
anot her study that was recently done about the
reason we are not seeing snmall nmammuals, and
it's not the best news, but the python was
i ndi cted under Frank's study and now it | ooks
like it's been found guilty. GCkay. So
that's --

UNKNOMWN SPEAKER: Can | ask a different
guesti on?

MR KI MBALL: Yes.

UNKNOAN SPEAKER:  How cone you are not
al | owi ng anot her public conmment period after
the preferred EIS or preferred alternative is
identified? | understand that this is it, that
we are commenting on a range of alternatives.
The Park Service is going to choose a preferred
alternative, and you are going to go to a
record deci sion.

How conme the public is not going to be
allowed to comment on the preferred alternative

of the National Park Service?
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MR KI MBALL: Well, there will be a fina
EIS. In ternms of the coments we will take at
that point, Ben or Brien? Brien, can you talk
t hat ?

MR, CULHANE: That's a good question. In
general, fromny experience and, Ben, you can
junmp in here too, if | mss anything.

So we'll go ahead and anal yze and respond
to all substantive comments we wll receive.
The response to those will be included in the
final when the final is conplete. It will be
announced. Its availability will be announced
by news rel ease, notice of availability of the
final environnmental inpact statenent.

Then we are required by regul ation to have
a waiting period of at |east 30 days before the
Nat i onal Park Service can sign a record
decision, so that EIS wll identify a preferred
al ternative.

In general, though, | have never seen the
Park Service have a formal public comrent
period when an EIS is released |ike a public
meeting. But by practical experience with
other EIS s -- back to general nmanager plan.

One it was available, and within that waiting
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peri od, we received over 12,000 nore comrent
letters.

MR KIMBALL: That's what | was going to
say. Wen it conmes out, again, nost of our
ElS s do have preferred alternatives
identified. This one -- genuinely there is a
| ot of information we are seeking, including
this input. Wen that final's rel eased
there's --

UNKNOMWN SPEAKER: | don't nean to nmake it
a debate.

MR, KIMBALL: No, no there's no debate.
W are not going to have anot her public
heari ng.

MR. CULHANE: W -- the regional director
wi |l be happy to receive any comrents that
anyone would like to submt for the weighing of
that decision that'll be nmade at that tine.

UNKNOMWN SPEAKER: But one way you could
have gone is a draft decision, which is what
happened at Bi scayne National ParKk.
Superintendent Lewis released a draft decision
on the general managenent plan for Bi scayne
Nati onal Park. He received |lots of comrents.
