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Heroes’ Green seamlessly blends memorial, park, and garden into a new type of public space. A highly integrated composition of topography, paths, walls, DESIGN ELEMENTS
and plants create a landscape of dynamic views, distinguished prospects, shaded valleys, and woodland glens. Five 70-90’ wide bronze surfaced walls
embedded in monolithic earthworks render historic imagery. These abstracted life-size ilmages are woven into the landscape and become moments of
reflecion and commemoration. The Memorial Tree Garden is comprised of 116 columnar trees planted within a sculptural composition of earthworks
and meandering paths. The 116 trees give physical scale to the 116,516 American Serviceman lost, while the landforms reference the iconic landscape |
