Thank you for your e-mail of July 5, 2017 notifying the Department of Historic Resources that the National Park Service intends to coordinate consultation under Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act with review under the National Environmental Policy Act consistent with 36 CFR Part 800.8 of the Advisory Council on Historic Preservations regulations implementing the Section 106 review process.  It is our understanding that the National Mall and Memorial Parks (MANA) will take the lead role in coordinating Section 106 and NEPA. 

Unfortunately we were not able to attend the first NEPA public scoping and initial Section 106 meeting on July 12, 2017 for the site selection for the National Desert Storm War Memorial.  We have downloaded the maps attached to the NPS letter to the D.C. SHPO available on the NPS PEPC web site, including the initial map of historic properties in the vicinity of the two sites under consideration.  At this time we have no comments.  However, we would very much appreciate receiving the minutes of the July 12 meeting and any materials presented.  

We look forward to our participation in the second NEPA and Section 106 meeting in the fall of 2017. We may need to participate by teleconference.  DHR stands ready to advise and assist the NPS in meeting its responsibilities under Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended.
