Enclosed is a map that shows the project area. The project consists of the rebuilding of an 

existing public Marina at Higbee Pier, with associated maintenance dredging.  The dredge 

material is proposed to beneficially reused along Somers Point- Mays Landing Road to create a 

resiliency embankment to create a living shoreline.
