Site Selection Criteria

Proximity to the original sites/
Program/Suitability

Memorial site selection must comply with Public Law 116-248, which was signed into law
on December 22, 2020.

Thematic Nexus

The memorial site should be located close to one, but preferably several sites, associated with
the historic Texas Legation and/or the Republic of Texas Navy and Legation memorial
plaque in the Navy Heritage Center at the Navy Memorial.

Site Prominence

The memorial site should be easy to locate and visible to pedestrians.

Transportation

The memorial should be near public parking and public transportation. Appendix 2 has a
chart of parking near the original boardinghouse sites and near where the future memorial
might be located.

Universal Accessibility

The memorial should meet universal accessibility standards.

The memorial location should be as peaceful and free from distractions as possible. A green

Tranquility landscaped area can provide some sense of tranquility even when traffic noise cannot be
avoided.
The memorial location should include shade as a respite from the heat. While shade from
Shade : : .
trees is preferable, shade from adjacent buildings would also be acceptable.
Infrastructure A memorial site with minimal required changes to roads and utilities is preferred.

Site Availability

The site needs to be available through federal, district or private properties. Properties not
currently under the jurisdiction of the NPS or GSA will require permission and coordination
with the landowner and NPS on whether a transfer of jurisdiction can take place. The site
should not have known opposition to the placement of a memorial.




Criteria for the Republic of Texas Legation Memorial

The most important criteria for the Republic of Texas Legation
Memorial are proximity to the original sites/ program suitability,

thematic nexus, as well as site prominence.

Program Suitability

The memorial should be as close as possible to one, or several,
of the original boardinghouse sites where the Republic of Texas
Legation to Washington lived and conducted their diplomatic
work. Although none of the original boarding sites still exist, the
boardinghouse locations have been documented through

historical research.

Historic Texas Legation sites are defined as any location where a
diplomatic minister lived and worked on behalf of the Texas

Republic. Merriam Webster Dictionary defines a legation as

a body of deputies sent on a mission specifically a diplomatic
mission in a foreign country headed by a minister” or the
“official residence and office of a diplomatic minister in a
foreign country.” Texas ministers worked out of boardinghouses
in Washington, D.C. The practice of working out of
boardinghouses was well-documented during the 19t century—
senators, congressmen, and others who came to Washington
engaged in the practice of living and working out of
boardinghouses. See Figure 14 for the locations of the original
boardinghouse sites used by the Texas Legation (red boxes
numbered 1-8).

See Figure 15 for the location of prospective memorial sites
identified based on the historic locations associated with the

Texas Legation.




Thematic Nexus

The memorial sites considered have a geographic thematic
nexus to locations associated with the Texas Legation. Figure
14 illustrates an area where five original sites are located within
an area covering approximately 8 city blocks. Additionally, a
plaque for the Republic of Texas Navy is located nearby at the

Naval Heritage Center.

The following list includes additional information concerning
the Republic of Texas diplomats’ travels to Washington and
locations associated with the Texas Legation. City Directories,
Congressional Directories, and other primary sources from the
1836-1845 time were used to identify the locations of the

original boardinghouses.

« An advertisement in the Madisonian Newspaper, 5 Oct.

1837 for Mrs. Page’s boardinghouse, notes, “Persons
visiting Washington can be comfortably entertained by the
day or the week.”

In 1839 Minister Plenipotentiary Anson Jones, of Republic
of Texas, boarded at Mrs. Pittman’s boardinghouse.
Previously in 1837, Congressman Amasa Parker drew a
diagram of Mrs. Pittman’s boardinghouse and sent it to his
wife. Congressman Parker’s sketch reveals critical details
about Mrs. Pittman’s boardinghouse. The dining area shows
a large dining room table with names of congressmen,
senators, a few their wives, and some future presidents.
Note a separate room for other guests dining. The building
was made up from a series of connected buildings.

In 1839, artist Augustus Kollner drew a sketch of the Centre
Market area along Pennsylvania Avenue and 7t Street. The
sketch reveals part of the area opposite the Centre Market.

In 1837-1838 Minister Plenipotentiary and Envoy
Extraordinary Memucan Hunt stayed at Mrs. Page’s
boardinghouse located opposite of Centre Market.




Documentary evidence suggests that in 1839 Minister
Plenipotentiary, Anson Jones of Republic of Texas,
stayed at the National Hotel on "Pa. av. corner of 6th
street.” An 1842 National Hotel advertisement in Craig's
Business Directory and Baltimore Almanac includes an
advertisement for the National Hotel (also known as the
Gadsby Hotel), which was owned by a "Gadsby and
Newton. The Texas Legation was billed on May 23,
1839, for the use of a room by Dr. Anson Jones for $66
by a "Gadsby and Newton." The receipt address and
National Hotel address are the same, indicating that the
Texas Legation member stayed at the hotel.

James Reily complains to Isaac Van Zandt about Mrs.
Bowen’s “Starvation Hall” in a letter. 1843.

Charges d’ affairs Isaac Van Zandt writes in a letter to
his wife, Frances, concerning his difficult trip to
Washington D.C. Van Zandt and family left Texas in a
carryall buggy. The Van Zandt family traveled by way
of Shreveport, Louisiana, Coffeyville, Mississippi,
and in Tennessee, Isaac Van Zandt left his family with
relatives.

He continued towards Washington when ten miles south of
Cincinnati Van Zandt, on the Juanita, describes floating in a
sea of ice when the Juanita’s the engine broke down. From
Cincinnati, he took a stagecoach in the snow. The

last 65 miles before reaching Cumberland, Maryland he took
a sleigh. At one point Van Zandt needed to walk. Isaac Van
Zandt finally boarded a train from Cumberland to Washington
DC.

Charges d’ affairs Isaac Van Zandt’s boardinghouse on F Street,
between 13" and 14™ Streets, was next door to John Quincy
Adams’s house. Van Zandt’s son, KM Van Zandt, writes in his
autobiography, that John C Calhoun lived on the other side of
Van Zandt. Since Adams was against Texas annexation and
Calhoun was for the annexation, it is not difficult to image the
social interaction between these neighbors on F Street.

Acting Charges d° affairs Chas H. Raymond, writes in a
letter about how expensive it is to live at his boarding-
house in Washington D.C., “Grubbs has “riz’ to $6 and
I can’t stand it. Tomorrow | leave for old quarters at
Madam Bowen’s. I have taken the room formerly
occupied by the Doct. at $4 per week.”

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Explosion of the USS Princeton’s long gun, the Peace-maker, 28
February 1844 while Isaac Van Zandt was on board.

On February 28, 1844, the USS Princeton exploded on the
Potomac River, near Washington DC. Charges d’ affairs Isaac
Van Zandt was on board. This accident caused the death and
maiming of many on board the USS Princeton including U.S.
Secretary of State, Abel Upshur. Upshur and Van Zandt had
nearly completed their negotiations for the United States to
annex Texas. Upshur’s death was a setback for annexation.

Site Prominence is the third most important criteria. The
memorial should be easily seen and located by visitors.

One of the original boardinghouse sites was where Memucan Hunt stayed in Washington City, Mrs. Page’s boardinghouse, opposite
the Centre Market. Today the National Archives is located where the Centre Market used to be in 1837. Today opposite the National
Archives is the National Navy Memorial.

The 1837 Congressional Directory First Session of the Twenty-fifth Congress of the United States of America reads, “General
Memucan Hunt, Minister Plenipotentiary and Envoy Extraordinary, at Mrs. Page’s, opposite Centre Market.”. Mrs. Page placed an
advertisement in The Madisonian Newspaper on October 5, 1837, that read, “Mrs. Page’s boardinghouse on Pennsylvania Avenue,
opposite the Centre Market. Persons visiting Washington can be comfortably entertained by the day or week”

This site can accommaodate a small to medium size group of visitors.

This area along Pennsylvania Avenue is a popular area. The beautiful Navy Memorial is there, with the National Archives right across
the street and beyond that is the National Mall with many Smithsonian museums along the north and south sides. At the Navy
Heritage Center, the Daughters of the Republic of Texas have placed a plague onthe Memorial Wall honoring the Republic of Texas
Navy. After serving as Minister Plenipotentiary and Envoy Extraordinary to Washington DC, Memucan Hunt served as the Republic
of Texas’s Secretary of the Navy.
