About the project. The Chisha Foka multi-use trail was originally designed and analyzed for environmental impacts in 1995, and approximately 12 miles have been constructed. The current trail alignment terminates in a field without supporting facilities. The proposed new 2.5-mile-long trail segment would connect to the existing Osburn Stand parking lot at milepost 93.5.
The NPS is proposing a range of preliminary options to address public use and impacts to park resources from multi-use trail construction. Your feedback will be used to refine the range of options under consideration, identify issues, and ensure NPS has public feedback needed to move forward in the planning process.
